Pope Francis is marking the 150th anniversary of the declaration of Saint Joseph as the patron
of the universal Church in a special way. He has released a new apostolic letter, With a Father's
Heart (Patris corde). and proclaimed a special Year of Saint Joseph beginning on 12/8/20, the
Solemnity of the Immaculate Conception, and extending to the same feast in 2021. Pope Francis
describes Saint Joseph as a father who was beloved, tender. loving. obedient. accepting.
