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On October 13, 2012, as one of our many celebrations  commemorating  the 125th Anniversary
of St. Anne & St. Patrick Parish and Shrine, the parents and children in our Religious Education
program in grades K-5 were invited to take part in a” Scavenger Hunt” on the Shrine Grounds.
